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The Valuation Committee will make five presentations at the Atlanta Education Conference: Effect of High Voltage Lines on Property Value, Appraising Contaminated Properties, FasTracks- Denver’s Mass Transit Project, Georgia Power Conversion, and Overview of the Market Perspectives.

The Effect of High Voltage Lines on Property Value program is timely with major transmission lines being installed around the country to service new electrical generation sources such as wind power and solar generation and bring the power to population centers.  
The Appraising Contaminated Properties session brings current valuation theory so that appraisers can correctly analyze this problem which will be continuing for the foreseeable future in major right of way litigation.  
The Denver FasTracks Mass Transit Project program brings further information to light rail project concerns.  The Sound Transit light rail project in the Seattle area, in which our company participated, was in the top 10 right of way projects as judged by IRWA.
I have worked with David Layne, SR/WA in preparing Appraiser Cross Certification standards for IRWA.  The purpose of this program is to bring in qualified right of way appraisers from other organizations such as the Appraisal Institute and American Society of Appraisers who wish to obtain IRWA professional designations.

Requirements could include holding a senior designation in an appraisal organization, completing IRWA courses and examinations, becoming a member of IRWA, maintaining state certification requirements, and meeting continuing education credits.
