Report on Association Business-Daniel Stekol:  
· IRWA membership retention is 88% with a goal of 90%.  Average for this type of organization is 80%.  
· Region 7 membership is down 11%.

· Suggested Chapters make personal phone calls to those who have not renewed their membership.  IRWA will provide a list of those who haven’t renewed yet.  IRWA would also be willing to drop the $25 fee, in addition to the Chapter waiving their fee, might be a good way to get folks to renew if they were thinking of dropping their membership.
· IRWA will be sending out email blasts to those who haven’t renewed their membership yet.
· Daniel will see if IRWA will send monthly email of updated membership list to Chapter Membership Chairs and cc President.
· IRWA will schedule conference call with Chapter Membership Chairs and Presidents in the beginning of April to discuss membership retention and acquisition.

· Appraisal- Jim Price, SR/WA, MAI, preparing cross qualification standards for those who would like to obtain designations from several different organizations.
· Relocation-Michelle Colby, SR/WA, lacking information flow back and forth.  Michelle submitted a questionnaire to Region leadership and got very little feedback.  She will send another questionnaire out.

· IPDC- Steve Hagen, SR/WA-Looking at new courses and new certifications.  He is on the committee for another 16 months, but the Region needs to start thinking about someone to replace him.  The position is appointed by the incoming IEC President.
· Pipeline- working on best practices for the industry.

· Environmental- John Hooson- would like feedback from chapters on courses for this subject.
